195/16 Order of Business

At the request of the Vice Chairman, it was resolved to vary the order of business and take the consideration of Agenda item 5 (exclusion of press and public) followed by Agenda item 4(3) (discussion of the procedures for the consideration of planning consultations) as the next items of business.

196/16 Exclusion of Press and Public
Pursuant to the Public Bodies (Admission to Meetings) Act 1960, it was 
Resolved:  That the public and press be excluded from the meeting temporarily due to the confidential nature of the business to be discussed. 

197/16 Planning Consultations - Procedures
Procedures for the consideration of planning consultations were discussed.

Resolved: That all future planning consultations be considered by members, and that the Clerk be instructed either to convene Planning Committee meetings to be held on the first Wednesday of each month for this purpose, or, in cases where planning decisions were urgently required before the next suitable Planning Committee meeting, to include them on the agenda for the consideration of full Council. 

198/16 Old School Meeting Room and Community Library
The Chairman invited Mr Appleyard, representing Pearce Bottomley, Architects, and Mr Henderson, representing the Trustees of Addingham Library, to rejoin the meeting.
Having previously declared a personal interest in the matter (Minute 192/16 refers), the Chairman, together with Cllrs Hindle and Naylor, took part in the discussion which ensued, but did not vote on the matter.  The Vice Chairman took the chair.

Plans previously prepared on behalf of the Community Library in consultation with the Parish Council for the refurbishment of the Old School, together with relevant planning consents, had been displayed at the meeting, and copies of the architect’s reports, building specification and quotations received had been circulated to members.
Resolved (1):  That, pursuant to Standing Order 25, Standing Orders 18 (c) and (d) (Financial Controls and Procurement) and Financial Regulation 11.1(b) be suspended during the transaction of business relating to the proposed refurbishment of the Old School as set out at Agenda Item 6(2).

Resolved (2):  That, pursuant to Financial Regulation 11.1(a), in the light of the exceptional circumstances arising as a result of the refusal of grant funding for the Old School refurbishment project and the need to proceed urgently while quoted costs remained valid and before the condition of the building suffered further deterioration over the winter period, plans and tenders obtained by the Addingham Library Trustees be considered in order that building works commence at the earliest possible opportunity. 

Plans for the refurbishment and tenders received in December 2015 were then presented by Mr Appleyard.
Members were satisfied that the proposed scheme was appropriate and adequate for the maintenance of the building, that the appropriate consents had been properly obtained and the tendering process had been properly conducted, that the most appropriate tendering firm had been selected for the project by the Library Trustees, and that the costs quoted related clearly to the building works specified as required by the scheme.  Noting that the Library Trustees proposed to contribute £6500 to the costs, the Council also considered and agreed that expenditure on refurbishment of the building, as specified in the scheme, would be an appropriate use of capital reserves and precept monies.
Resolved (3): That proposals presented by Mr Appleyard, Pearce Bottomley, Architects, for refurbishment works on the Old School be approved, and that, in view of the  the urgent need for works to begin immediately, the project proceed in accordance with the proposed scheme initially drawn up on behalf of the Trustees of Addingham Community Library, with the contract being awarded to Grays Builders; that a capital sum of £45000 be allocated from the Council’s reserves for expenditure on the project; and that a working party, comprising the Vice Chairman and Cllrs Brady, Flesher and Smith, be set up with no delegated powers or financial responsibilities but for the purpose of, in liaison with the project architect, working with the contractor and overseeing building works, and reporting to Council on contract progress.
