Terms of Reference

The Committee must at all times consider its duty to Best Value, Equal Opportunities, Health & Safety and Human Rights

· This Committee has delegated responsibility for the overall management of planning matters for which it has delegated powers to act on behalf of Full Council.

· The Committee’s overall responsibilities are to review and respond to all planning applications, as detailed below, within the statutory timescale.

· The Committee shall meet monthly or as necessary to discuss in detail any planning applications notified to the Council, specifically to consider:

1. traffic and highway safety issues 
2. overlooking, loss of privacy and loss of light 
3. scale of the development 
4. design, appearance, layout and material

5. loss of important open space or physical features 
6. noise, disturbance or smells 
7. local knowledge of drainage or other possible problems with the surface 
8. impact on the surroundings, effect on listed building and conservation area
· The Committee will take into account local and national planning guidance, as notified to the Council, and will monitor and advise Council on changes in guidance.

· The Committee will have no delegated spending powers and will make recommendations to Council for any expenditure required.
· The Committee is organised to the same rules as other Council meetings regarding notices, conduct of business – see Parish Council’s Standing orders for further details.

· A Chair and Vice-Chair of the committee will be elected annually at the first meeting following annual appointment.
