033/15 Addingham Football Club. (AFC)

Members received the following report from the Football Club representative:

The Football club was in a good financial position and numbers of registered players was increasing. The football club was intent on developing youth football in the Village. They had achieved FA Affiliation status in October 2014 and were in a position to apply for funding from the Football Association. The funding would be used to improve the pitch condition as well as helping to establish youth football. There would need to be assurances from the Parish Council that the football club had permission to use the field for football purposes for a defined future period. The Footballers would benefit from additional storage facilities to allow improved use of the changing facilities, allowing multiple age groups to use the facility at the same time as well as mixed groups.
Action : football club to investigate whether the FA had standard leases which could be adopted by the two parties in relation to the use of the field. This would not preclude other users of the field. Proposed plans to add a public toilet facility to the Pavilion building would need to be considered to establish whether adequate storage for all user groups of the football field, changing rooms and MUGA organised group users.
