         Resolved: None of the items tabled to be discussed were required to be held in closed session.

159/15 Public Consultation and Question Time, including Police Matters   

Police Matters: PO Turnbull did not have crime stats to hand however did confirm that there had been a number of burglary’s during the month. Member’s attention was once again brought to the problem that Euro profile Locks were a particular easy target for burglars as they were proving to be easy to snap and gain access.

Cllr Coates “Are the police doing any additional publicity about the problem with this particular lock type?”

PO –“no additional public awareness campaigns were being made”

Cllr Jerome “would an article in the Gazette help bring the issue to the public’s attention?”

PO would take the suggestion of an article back to his superiors.

Cllr Coates asked for clarification on vehicles which parked on the pavement.

PO confirmed that it was an offence for vehicles to park on the pavement and cause obstruction to pedestrians.

        Resolved: that the presented Minutes were accepted as a correct record of Addingham Parish Council’s 
        Ordinary Meeting held on the 21st October 2015 and that they were signed by the Chairman.

        Matters Arising:

Leases

Scouts- Heads of Terms has been sent off to Scout Association. 

Cricket Club – still awaiting a response from ACC that their solicitor is drafting the lease.

Library- K Appleyard has completed Listed Building application, the Building Regulations form has been completed and a payment of £266.50 is required. Intention is to go out to tender next week, after receipt of some outstanding information from BMDC. He recommends inviting Grays, Dobsons and Woolers to tender, as they all have experience of listed buildings. Members also requested that Croft Builders, J Bonner and Enoch Harrison be invited to tender.
Neighbourhood Plan questionnaire- M Bolton and clerk have done a quick analysis of the tick box responses. Mary Hamilton at KIVCA – Ilkley Office has offered to input all the written comments info onto a database.

Allotment Manager J. Bottomley has accepted Allotment Manager role- he has carried out a physical inspection of the sites and Clerk has a list of tenants to write to requesting they tidy up their plot or a notice to quit will be issued. One tenant will be issued with a notice to quit having received a number of warnings from the previous allotment manager. Tidy up of Stamp Hill allotments by Parish Councillors and volunteers was completed on Saturday.
Staffing update – Cllr Coates confirmed that three candidates had been interviewed and the successful applicant had been offered the role, subject to satisfactory references. 
161/15 Addingham Neighbourhood Plan
Members received an update on the initial public event held on Saturday 7th November 2015:
Resolved: Members agreed that a steering group should be formed to oversee the implementation and processes required to produce a Neighbourhood plan. Cllr’s Mawson and Naylor would represent the Parish Council. Clerk to invite representatives of certain specific groups in the Village to the inaugural meeting which will be held on the 2nd December 2015 at 7.30 p.m.

Resolved: Subject to successful receipt of the Locality Grant to fund production costs of a Neighbourhood Plan, Members agreed to appoint Kirkwells to act as advisors and provide required advice and support in preparing a Neighbourhood Plan.
162/15 WREN Grant Application – for Library Refurbishment.

Resolved: Members agreed that the grant application will be made jointly by the Library Trustees (on behalf of Addingham Community Library) and The Parish Council.

Members agreed Cllr Mawson would sign the form on behalf of Addingham Parish Council.

Resolved: Members agreed to fund printing costs of the Library refurbishment scheme questionnaire, to be distributed to each household in Addingham. Budget Agreed at £300.00.

164/15 Culvert to the rear of 15 Moor Park Drive
Following on-site meeting attended by Mr. D Oldcorn, Drainage Officer, BMDC, Cllr Hindle, the Clerk and resident of above property. 
Resolved: Members considered the recommendation of BMDC officer to install a grate/cover on the culvert entrance to alleviate any future issue with debris/items entering the culvert causing blockages which result in heave/footpath damage on Silsden Road. This cover should meet Environment Agency standards to allow water flow even when the cover is obstructed at lower level.

Resolved: Members authorised Clerk and Maintenance committee to agree on design and agreed a maximum budget of £250.00 for the cover. 

And further

        Resolved: Members requested and agreed with the Lengthsman, who was present at the meeting, that he 

        would maintain the cover and keep it clear of debris, and also Clerk would confirm in writing the joint 
        responsibility for the clearing and maintenance of the cover with the resident, due to Riparian Rights that 
        exist. Clerk to also request that the Parish Council and its representative could gain access to the culvert   

        cover, for the purposes of inspection and maintenance, across the property of the above resident.
165/15 Steps to rear of 17 Moor Park Drive, on Parish Council owned land. 
Following inspection of the above steps by Cllr’s Hindle and Mawson, and a review of the current tenancy agreement.
Resolved: Members considered advice received from Cllr’s Hindle and Mawson and agreed that the repair work would be undertaken and Cllr Hindle would complete the work and would be reimbursed for cost of materials.
