14/16 Apologies for Absence

15/16 Disclosures of Interest
Pursuant to the Council’s Code of Conduct, Members were invited to disclose any additional interests (not already listed in the Register of Interests), and to note in the Declarations of Interests Book any previously disclosed interests, relevant to the business of the meeting.
Relevant interests noted: Cllrs Coates and Flesher – Scout Hut/Pavilion
16/16 Public Consultation and Question Time  

A local elector representing the Bowling Club addressed the meeting to give details of a number of repair and maintenance issues at the bowling clubhouse.  These were noted by the Clerk; the responsibility for maintaining the clubhouse would be clarified.  

A second local elector present at the meeting indicated that he had comments to make in relation to the Scout Hut/Sports Pavilion, and, with the consent of Members, the Chairman agreed to take these comments, as necessary, during the discussion of this item on the agenda (Minute 17/16 below). 
17/16 Scout Hut/Sports Pavilion
Cllrs Coates and Flesher stood ready to withdraw from the meeting in the event that a detailed discussion ensued.

The Chairman gave an update on developments since the date of the last meeting, reporting on the outcome of informal meetings held with the Scouts and with the Football Club, and noting the recent exchanges of email correspondence with the Academy.  He advised that, in view of the complex background to the current issues as regards the use of the building, a further informal meeting with the Academy would need to be held in order to clarify expectations on all sides.  Recommendations could then be drawn up for Council to consider at the next meeting on 20 July.  This approach was agreed.
18/16 Minutes
Resolved:  That the Minutes of the meeting held on 8 June 2016, having been taken as read, be approved and signed as a true and correct record by the Chairman.

19/16 Matters Arising
The Clerk reported for information on the following matters:

· Five new grit bins had been ordered for delivery to Cllr Flesher’s address.  The delivery date would be checked
· BMDC had confirmed that the street lighting column on Druggist Lane could remain, unconnected, on site.

The remaining matters arising, as listed on the agenda, were considered separately for decision as necessary.
20/16 Report of Lengthsman
The report of the Lengthsman was noted, and any additional maintenance issues were added to the lists of outstanding issues for ongoing review or action, as appropriate (updated Appendices 1 and 2 attached). 

21/16 Review of outstanding maintenance issues 
Appendix 1 – Non-Council-owned assets: The Clerk reported that all maintenance issues listed on Appendix 1, including additional matters raised during the month, and any reported to the Council meeting on 15 June, had been reported to the relevant agency, or local society, as appropriate.  Cllr Brady reported that the repair to the Memorial Hall wall on Stockinger Lane was being looked into.

It was suggested that the issues needing to be followed up with BMDC could perhaps be chased up more effectively one by one; for the meantime, the Clerk was asked to pass Cllr Hindle’s contact details to the senior drainage officer in order to prioritise the drainage issues.  
Appendix 2 – Council-owned assets: The MUGA footpath and the footpath paving on George St had been repaired by the Lengthsman.  An appropriate material for repainting/varnishing the benches and seats was discussed.
22/16 Dry Stone Walls – Stockinger Lane
The Clerk reported that two quotations had now been received for the repair to the dry stone wall on Stockinger Lane, and both contractors had offered to repair the allotment wall as part of the overall contract, without additional charge.  After discussion, the Clerk was asked to invite Craven College to consider using the wall for student practice.  A further quotation would be sought for repair of the allotment wall only. 
23/16 Flooding on Stockinger Lane
The Clerk reported that an inspection of the tree on Stockinger Lane, thought to be the reason for last winter’s flooding down the road, had been carried out.  The tree surgeon had recommended removing the tree in order to check on, and remove, any roots growing into the drainage channel.  The report was noted, and the Clerk was asked to obtain a second quotation for the costs of removing the tree.
24/16 Tree Works – Town Beck
The Clerk reported that the application for tree works to the trees growing into and near Town Beck had again been returned as additional, more detailed, information was required in respect of each tree listed on the application.  After discussion, it was resolved to seek the advice of ward representatives to ascertain the best means of pursuing the Council’s offer of helping to clear the beck for drainage purposes.
25/16 Footpath, Marchup Beck
Cllr Smith reported that arrangements were being finalized for a meeting with the owner of the field on 15 July.  A further report would be made to the next meeting.
26/16 Date of Next Meeting
The next meeting of the Committee would be held on 28 July 2016 at 7.00pm in the Old School.
Meeting closed at 8.20pm.
